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This course serves as an introduction to the literature, culture, and history of German immigrants to North America, especially to the Midwest and Ohio, from the seventeenth century into the twentieth. We will study selected settlements (like German Village in Columbus) and selected individuals (from Ohio missionary David Zeisberger to Henry Kissinger and Albert Einstein) and their (auto)biographies and letters, as well as stories and tales of German pioneer authors (like Sealsfield and Karl May). Field trips to German Village in Columbus, and a virtual excursion to Gnadenhuetten, Schoenbrunn, and Zoar will provide a first-hand encounter with the culture and life of the settlers  -  and what is left of it. 
Taught in English and a knowledge of German is not required.  Fulfills GEC requirement.
