Purpose:  The purpose of this assignment is to begin to familiarize you with maps of East Asia and some basic facts and figures about the specific countries and regions of the area.  For this assignment feel free to browse any websites related to East Asia.  In some instances, you may find material on the sites we recommended below or you may find sites on your own that will be suitable to use as part of the optional 8-point extra-credit offer (see the syllabus and attend class for further explanation on gaining extra-credit).

Instructions:  This is a Web-based assignment.  You will need access to the World-wide Web in order to complete this assignment.  Please read the following questions, visit the suggested web sites, search for answers to the questions, and fill in the answers on this work sheet.  Finally, fill in your answers on the scantron answer sheet (handed out in class near the end of the first week).  You will be asked to hand in your completed scantron answer sheet on Wednesday of the second week of class (Wed., April  5, 2006).   

Web sites for this assignment:  The basic site is about.com.  Try accessing it by typing “about.com” into any search engine (such as google.com).  Once the site is found, type in East Asia, China, Taiwan, North Korea, South Korea, or Japan (followed by “geography, maps, and information”) in the box marked “search,” as relevant to the questions asked.  You will find a number of links with maps and other data from a variety of sources, including the CIA, State Department, Lonely Planet, etc. In a few cases, you may need to type in the name of a place or thing to find out what is there (as in questions 3 and 4).  Feel free to read as much of the material in these sites as you like.  Some of it will be presented in various forms in class.  Also, please refer to these sites for recent statistics on population, economy, and government structure of these entities.  Again, we encourage you to explore other sites with maps and information relating to East Asia.  Later in the quarter you may wish to visit some of these sites to search for extra-credit materials (see Syllabus under “Extra-credit”).

Touching down at Kansai International Airport in Osaka, you take the train from the airport into the heart of the city.  After stopping for a bite to eat you take the loop line through the city before getting off at the station for Osaka Castle.  Originally built by _____________ to serve as his stronghold, Osaka Castle is not a historic museum and one of the biggest tourist sites in the city.  When it was first built Osaka Castle was the biggest castle in Japan (later on Edo Castle, which used to be in present day Tokyō was bigger, but has since burned down.)  You climb up to the very top and look out over the huge city.

You are arriving in Shanghai, megalopolis of the world, at 18 million people (about 30 million if you count the suburbs) it is China’s largest city and twice the size of New York City – with twice the number of skyscrapers – over 4,000 (destined to be 5,000 by 2010 if aggressive urban planners have their way).  You cruise through immigration and customs, grab your bags (make sure the stickers on your ticket match those on your luggage) and head out into the main concourse and hail a cab.  You are whisked away for a tour of the sprawling downtown.

     The People’s Republic of China is now engaged in the largest national building project in human history, with over 100 major cities slated for total overhaul.  It is the place to be if you are an architect, and China is drawing the brightest and most creative in the world, especially from Europe.  More cranes and concrete are in use today in China than anywhere else and its energy consumption is growing by leaps and bounds, in part due to a massive increase in car ownership (once forbidden or impossibly expensive for anyone).  China is also overhauling its entire system of higher education, with a goal of creating the most advanced research centers on earth.  They also plan a moon flight somewhere between 2015 and  2020. 

      Bizarre skyscrapers rise on each side—some with huge square holes in the middles to bring in good luck – an example of the Chinese concept of  fengshui – “wind and water”  -- the ancient – and still very alive concept of proper and harmonious placement of buildings.  Sports stadiums, new museums, and huge shopping arcades whiz by in a blur as you approach the Bund.  The Bund is the old commercial district on the Huangpu River, once the enclave of foreign imperialists.  Today, the best feature of the Bund, aside from the shopping on nearby Nanjing Road, is the view across the river to the new commercial district of _____, with its enchantingly bizarre needle tower.  Rice fields only a decade ago, _____  is the emerging center of the Chinese financial world as country continues on its frenzied path of development.  And “go-go” Shanghai is symptomatic of the pace of development in much of the country.  (same answer for both blanks)

After a glimpse of endless Shanghai, you board an evening flight to Beijing, capital of the PRC to prepare for some serious travel to China’s “Wild West.”  At the Beijing International Airport you see a poster with your name on it and you steer your luggage trolley towards Prof. Huang and Ms. Lu Yan, your old friends at the Central Nationalities University.  After a ride in a new Toyota owned by Prof. Huang’s son (a young entrepreneur) through three of Beijing five outerbelts (soon to be six) you arrive at the back gate of the university and are quickly ensconced in the guest house. Touching down you find a thriving city nestled in a fertile basin above the upper reaches of the Yangzi River and just west of the Tibetan Plateau.  Among the sights to see in and around the city are several famous archeological sites, including the Seven Star Cache Site (Sanxing dui) and its other-worldly bronze masks; the giant Buddha carved in a cliff near Leshan; scenic Mt. (If you are really serious about eating in Chengdu, go to the downtown walking street mall and find the place that sells 1,000 different speciality snacks – you’ll have to return many times to exhaust the menu.)
