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Ohio Language Arts Program Model for use with the DALN

(Based on the Ohio Language Arts Program Model)

Power of Language // Self, Nation, World
Focus: Language to Develop an Awareness of World and Nation
The classroom with an attention to literacy and contextual learning encourages students to learn from each other and to become self conscious and attentive to the  reader, and audience, and  language  use as it reveals and connects identity of self in relationship with community, nation and world through critique and use of composition.

 

Teaching Skills: critical literacy inquiry and construction of language
Issue/topic/concern:   

The American Experience

The examining of prior knowledge and intentional reflection upon aspects of those relationships, identities, or events linked to the American experience.
Strategy
Immersion:     

Identifying the focus and attention of an inquiry project about the American Experience by having students attend to and examine their own reactions to that nation or world and reflect on aspects of the relationships, identities, or events connected to The American Experience. 

Activity
Students read, view, and experience cultural activity and events broadly over time periods and in a variety of genres and modes as archived within the DALN to capture the complexity of the American Experience relating to language use within a national and world view asking “What do I, as a reader, want to take away from these texts, events, activities?” (Halasek, 1999).
Strategy
Contextualizing: 

Become an integral member of a community of writers through immersion in reading, writing, discussing, debating, listening, questioning and viewing a variety of forms of communication within and outside of the classroom related to The American Experience.

Activity 
Students will engage with a variety of texts from American Literature as well as fiction and non-fiction texts—films, artwork, and literacy narratives in the DALN—composed by authors who are not American.  Follow up with inquiry questions like what is the importance and responsibility of the citizen to the welfare of the nation? How does the use of language in these texts define who I am in these locations? What is my relationship to them as an American?
Strategy
Deconstructing:


Listen and analyze how the language, event, and actions in the texts identify and record language patterns that make a statement about America, its culture and its politics. How do these build a foundation for understanding the construction of the American Experience? 

Activity 
View a variety of multimodal texts—concerts, theatre productions, speeches, literacy narratives in the DALN, story time at the public library—and record and discuss aspects of the American culture that are evident in all of the texts.  Examine how these commonalities expand our understanding of the construction of the American Experience.
Strategy
Critiquing: 


Listen and converse respectfully as writers in a community by unwrapping the multimodal literacies connected to the American Experience in order to confront and articulate a version of one’s “world” situated within a national or worldview. Compare with others national or worldview.

Activity 
(1) Connect through composing a multimodal text, like those found within the DALN, and exploring how one’s own narrative can connect with that of the audience by asking the following probing questions:

· How does or is this connected to my experiences? What example have I provided? What are some of the complexities of this issue? What do others think?  What other perspective might be considered?  Does this make sense? 
Devote time in class to discuss ideas from readings and research, from current as well as historical sources, that will allow students to connect their own conceptions of the world to those held by their peers.

Strategy
Transforming: 

Extends students’ interaction with and critique of texts, relating to the power of language in developing one’s worldview by having students make the creative turn to producing a broad palette of potentially multimodal compositions (written, visual, aural).

Activity 
Extends students’ understanding of the work they’ve already done with texts relating to the power of language, students compose texts that demonstrate and expand on their proficiency and productivity as language users as compared with the literacy narratives of other language users throughout the world as archived in the DALN.  Students then identify and discuss the linkages between their own stories about language use with those represented through the literacy narratives on the DALN and formulate an argument expressing the importance of those linkages or the lack thereof.
Strategy
Representation: 

Students reflect on how their conception of the world is constructed, exploring how knowledge is built through language and how this knowledge builds relationships and meaning that provides ways for the students to connect with others in the world beyond their own communities. 
Activity 
Students begin by composing short 3-5 minute films detailing their own literacy narratives.  Students then videotape brief interviews of community leaders (politicians, ministers, administrators, etc.) who will discuss their own stories about language use.  Students then identify and discuss the linkages between their own stories and those of the community leaders to formulate an argument about how language has the potential to form bonds within and outside of their communities.
