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Ohio Language Arts Program Model for use with the DALN

(Based on the Ohio Language Arts Program Model)

Power of Language // Self and Community
Focus: Language to Develop an Awareness of Self and Community

The classroom with an attention to literacy expects the learners to become self-conscious and attentive to the language they use as it reveals and connects identity of self in relationship with others and community through critique of language.

 

Teaching Skills: critical literacy inquiry and construction of language

Issue/topic/concern:   

Coming of Age

The examination of prior knowledge and intentional reflection on aspects of those relationships, identities, or events tied to coming of age.
Strategy

Immersion:     

Identify the focus and attention of inquiry projects and contextual 

learning. Worlds real or represented are examined by students consciously attending to their own reactions to that world. 

Activity
Students’ choose or access coming of age text(s) within the Digital Archive of Literacy Narratives (DALN) (For example, Laurel Gilbert, Matt Weber, and Katie Piper) and document their individual responses to the ideas concerning literacy acquisition within those texts. Students engage in distinguishing how texts work to establish mood and meaning through word choice, language, and syntax as well as develop the ability to identify and discriminate themes, media, subject matter, and formal technical and expressive aspects of texts.

Strategy
Contextualizing:

Become an integral part of a community of writers through immersion in, reading, writing, discussing, debating, listening, questioning and viewing a variety of forms of communication within and outside of the classroom related to “Coming of Age”.  

Activity
Engage with the variety of texts (both print and multimodal) that give insights into a culture, discourse, author’s intent, and patterns of a community across historical periods while considering various points of views. Compare and contrast literacy narratives found within the DALN with fictional “Coming of Age” texts like Huckleberry Finn or Lord of the Flies. Follow up with inquiry questions like “What do I think of the dialogue, writing, and discourses that have taken place? Where have I been? Where am I going? How do these texts define who I am in these locations? What is my relationship to the people and communities reflected in these texts? 

Strategy
Deconstructing:
Consider and analyze how the language, event, and actions in literacy narratives in the DALN create feelings of belonging and separation for the self and within the community. How do the stories in these narratives build a foundation for understanding the construction of a particular world? 

Activity
Discuss the power of the verbal vs. nonverbal through film critique, writing, conversing, and constructing images or scripts by examining the visual, aural and textual elements of narratives located in the DALN.  

Strategy
Critiquing: 


Articulating a version of one’s “world,” listening and conversing respectfully as writers in a community by unwrapping the “images, writing, work, and conversations” of the coming of age texts (film, media, texts, images, books, literacy narratives on the DALN)

Activity 
(1) Relate the work to self and community through composing and questioning. 

· Is this the most important issue to have considered? How does or is this connected to my experiences? What example have I provided? What are some of the complexities of this issue? What other perspective might be considered?  Does this make sense? What do others think?

(2) Students also attend to choosing the literary device to use. 

After gathering, critiquing, and constructing information surrounding the Coming of Age topic, students intentionally choose what discourse tool(s) best support representing their idea and work to articulate how the text they have chosen best supports their conceptions of the world that surrounds them. 

Strategy
Transforming: 

Extends the interaction with and critique of texts relating to the power of language and coming of age through one’s use of language by having students make the creative turn to producing a broad palette of potentially multimodal compositions (written, visual, aural).

Activity 
Extending their understanding of the work they’ve already done with texts relating to the power of language, students compose texts that demonstrate and expand on their proficiency and productivity as language users.  Students then identify and discuss the linkages between their own stories about coming of age through language use and those that have been previously handled in class and formulate an argument expressing the importance of those linkages.

Strategy
Representation: 

Reflecting in the construction of their conception of the world showing how knowledge is built through language and how this knowledge builds relationships and meaning that provides ways for the students to connect with others and their community. 

Activity 
Students begin by composing short 3-5 minute films detailing their own stories about coming of age through language use.  Students then videotape brief interviews with a family member who will be discussing their own story about language use.  Students then identify and discuss the linkages between their own stories and those of their family members to formulate an argument about how language has the potential to form bonds within their communities.
