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Why we need those forms…

If participants upload their own literacy narratives directly to <www.daln.osu.edu>
If participants’ have Internet access they can upload their own stories directly to the Digital Archives of Literacy Narratives (DALN) after registering their e-mail address (which is used only to contact authors in case of technical difficulties).  In this case, participants will 

•
be asked to give specific information about their narrative so that people can search for it online. (metadata tags that describe the narrative)

•
be informed about their participation in the DALN project. (Informed Consent Form)

•
be asked to affirm that the narrative is their own work and that it does violate the rights, copyrights, trademarks, privacy, or reputation of any other person. (Release Form)
•
be asked to give permission to the DALN so that their narrative can be posted publicly. (Deed of Gift Form or Creative Commons License form)
If you prefer that we upload your stories, we will need 4 forms signed/completed for each narrative.  (By post, send us the literacy narratives on a CD/DVD and hard copies of  the 4 signed forms for each narrative.)
“About my literacy narrative…” worksheet  (included in this packet).
This form asks participants to describe their narrative, giving it a title, identifying the digital format, identify the historical period it covers. Some of these items are optional; for instance, providing the author’s name is optional. Users of the Digital Archive of Literacy Narratives (DALN) will be able to search the archive using these descriptive terms once the narrative is uploaded.
DALN Informed Consent Form (included in this packet).
This document makes sure that 1.) participants are informed about the DALN project, 2.) participants can make an informed decision about participating in the project, and 3.) participants know that their literacy narrative will be posted publicly on the web where it will be searchable by web browsers..

DALN Release Form (included in this packet)., 
This document affirms that the literacy narrative is 1.) the original work of the participant and 2.) that it does not violate the rights, copyrights, trademarks, privacy, or reputation of any other person.
EITHER the Deed of Gift Form  (included in this packet).
This document releases the literacy narrative and the  copyright for this narrative to the DALN. (Because the literacy narrative will be publicly posted, the author can still use the narrative in any way he/she chooses.)
OR the Creative Commons License Form (included in this packet).
This document allows participants to choose a Creative Commons license for their narratives that would specify how members of the public materials may use the story. (Authors remain responsible for making sure  that users adhere to the terms of the license.)
